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RULES AND REGULATIONS

Each band must report to register 30 minutes prior to their scheduled time.
Performance times will be announced on Thursday June 7" via website.

Each band will perform for 20 minutes.

There will be a 10 minute interval between bands for tear down and set up.

Drums, amps, keyboard and audio will be provided. Bands must provide their own
guitars. Special arrangements for special instruments needing sound must be made
prior to the event.

Music must be appropriate for family entertainment. No profanity or lewdness. Clothing
must be appropriate for family entertainment.

The entire performance must be violence-free and suitable for families. Drugs and
alcohol (including tobacco) are not permitted. If a band incites moshing or any other
sort of violence in the crowd, the band will be immediately disqualified and the
performance will be stopped.

Band name and lyrics of performance songs must not contain any obscenities.

Scoring will be based on originality, presentation and audience participation. Judges
decisions are final.

Summerfest, Whiplash and the City of Fergus Falls are not responsible for any lost or
damaged equipment.

Soloists and songwriters are allowed to enter the competition. There is no minimum
number of people needed to form a band.

All bands agree to have their name, voice, and/or likenesses used in any advertising or
broadcasting material relating to this contest without any compensation or rights to
royalties for such use.

Band members are responsible for the security of their equipment.

The Summer Fest committee or any party acting on their behalf, will not be held
responsible for any lost, damaged, or stolen equipment.

Pyrotechnics of any kind are not allowed.

All bands must follow instructions given by the Summer Fest committee or its
representatives.

It is not permitted to use pre-recorded sound material. All bands must play live.

The total playing time for each band must not exceed 20 minutes. Any band overrunning
their allotted playing time may be faded out and/or deducted points.

The playing order of the bands will be determined by a draw on Thursday June 7" and
posted on the website.

Any band that misses their allotted onstage time will be disqualified.

The Battle of the Bands will be judged by 3 local judges.

There will be prizes given out the night of the Battle of the Bands for 1st, 2nd, and 3rd
places (5200, $100, and $50, respectively).
